"Om proposals would permit h f m e  govovemmenb to respond more efecti~-~$~ to the needs of 
ordinay Canadians by reducing Ottawa's centralizing powers, which are historic+lly a fixstration to 
those both inside and outside Quebec," said Manning. 

Among the 20 proposals, Reformwould guarantee provincial control over hzrxd resoucss, 
l a g a g e  and culture. Reform would also change the federal role in regards to probincialb- 
administered social se&ces such a welfare? education and health care. Reform h u l d  foster , 

cooperative agreiments rather than impose unilateral standards by thrtatening to ibitfthdd federal 
funding. 

' "We propose measures which will assert the aut~norny of all provinces ani~  the power of the 
people well into the future," said Hqer .  "Canadians have long been coilcemed about concenfmkig too 
much power in the hands. ofthe federal executive and cabinet. Canadians are dcm$nding a new and

more accountable system of government." i 

Each of the 20 changes proposed by the Reform party could be accornplish$d without 
comprehensive federal-provincial negotiations o f  the sort that led to the failed ~ e k c h  Lake and 
Charlottetown accords, In all eases, Reform's New Confederation proposals simply require a federal 
government that is willing to act. 

"Canadians want change, not more co~itutional, imglbg," said Harper. fLRrfom's proposals 
e m  be accomplished without re-opening old constitutional wounds ."
